We believe in God the Father

The Father is the first person of the Godhead, equal to the Son and the Holy Spirit who orders and directs
all things according to His own purpose and pleasure. He sustains all things in the universe without any
means other than Himself. By His grace, He involves Himself in the affairs of mankind, hears and answers
prayer, and saves from sin and death all that come to Him through Jesus Christ.

We believe in the Lord Jesus Christ

The Son is the second person of the Godhead equal to the Father and the Holy Spirit who by His virgin
birth came to earth as one person, fully God and fully man, and lived a sinless life. His death on the
cross made atonement for man'’s sin, evidenced by His bodily resurrection from the dead. He physically
ascended to the right hand of God the Father, and He will return in power and glory.

We believe in the Holy Spirit

The Holy Spirit is the third person of the Godhead equal to the Father and the Son. He works to make
men and women aware of their need for Jesus and provides them with the necessary power to live

in accordance with the will of God. The Holy Spirit indwells every believer from the moment of their
salvation, although His influence is experienced and enhanced as the believer yields control to Him. He
equips every believer for the work of God through the giving of spiritual gifts. He is actively at work today
bringing about spiritual, emotional, and physical healing. The Holy Spirit convicts us of sin, empowers

us to live in holiness and equips us to fight the powers of darkness. He works interdependently with the
Word of God to give wisdom and guidance for everyday life situations.
